There would be no purpose in His return. 

(9) In the last days of earths 
history when Satan send his 
demons to deceive God’s peo-
ple, what will these “spirits 
of demons” be doing? 

Revelation 16:14 (also read 15)

The Bible teaches that the dead are in a state 
an of unconsciousness like sleep. That they 
know nothing and will, at Christ second 
coming be awakened and given their re-
ward. If we neglect this counsel and believe 
that the dead are in a state of awareness and 
can communicate with us we are allowing 
the possibility of being deceived. His evil 
angels have the ability to look and sound 
like our loved ones and tells us to believe 
most any fatal deceptions the devil would 
have us believe about God’s character, His 
laws, and the future (Deuteronomy 18:9-12).

It is clear and I accept the Bibli-
cal equation for a living soul, dust 
(body) plus breath (spirit or spark of 
life) equals a living soul.
