Romans 9:27-30 (also see Revelation 12:17; 11:13)

A church in Scripture is often referred to as the 
“Woman”--the pure bride of Christ (Jer. 6:2; Rev. 
12:6,13,17; 22:17). An apostate church is con-
sidered an impure woman (Rev. 17:4-6). And 
the remaining who are ultimately saved from the 
church are referred to as a “remnant.”

(2) Of What is God’s true church--
the “pillar and ground”? 

1 Timothy 3:15 (also see John 8:31-32)

(3) In what three ways does the 
Bible define the “Truth” that 
will be held sacred by God’s 
remnant people?

John 14:6

John 17:17

Psalm 119:142

God’s true and faithful remnant church will 
be grounded in Jesus--the Truth. Second, they 
will believe and practice the Truth of ALL of 
God’s Word (see number 6). And third, they 
will hold sacred and observe God’s law which 
is Truth--the basis of His unchanging gov-
ernment and character (Psalm 119:138-144; 
89:13-18; Matthew 5:18). 

(4) What two characteristics of 
the “Woman”--the “Remnant” of 
God’s last day church, infuri-
ates Satan the dragon? 

Revelation 12:17 (also see 12:9; 14:12)

In search for Truth and God’s “Remnant” we 
will find them to be commandment keepers, 
observing ALL of God’s commandments in-
cluding the 4th which God said to “Remem-
ber.” To break one is to be guilty of breaking 
them all (James 2:10). In our search for the 
Remnant this would eliminate the vast major-
ity of today’s churches (Zephaniah 3:13).
 
(5) What is the “testimony of Jesus”?

Revelation 19:10
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(6)  Who are “Brethren” that we 
will have and proclaim as “the 
testimony of Jesus” which is the 
“spirit of prophecy”?  

Revelation 22:9

The “Brethren” are the inspired prophets and 
their writings including both the Old and New 
Testament. God’s last day remnant church will 
embrace the prophetic gift both past and present 
(Acts 2:17; 2 Timothy 3:16) and therefore accept 
ALL Scripture. In our search for the Remnant this 
would eliminate any church that does not teach 
the relevancy of ALL the Bible.

(7) Revelation 14:6-10 reveals the 
final plea given to the world 
through God’s angels (also means 
“messengers”). What will they be 
sharing and to whom? (vs 6)

What will they be calling every-
one to do? (vs 7) 

They will remind the world again--as we were in 
the fourth commandment (Exodus 20:8-11), to 
worship the Creator of heavens and earth by ob-
servance of His 7th day Sabbath (Mark 2:28).

What warning will they be pro-
claiming? (vs 8) (also see 2 tim 4:2-4)

They will call people out of Babylon a place 
confusion where spiritual fornication to God 
is committed--teaching and practice of false 
doctrine (2 Chronicles 21:11). The apostate 
church (“woman” or “mother” church) who 
gives birth to harlots (other churches that fol-
low her abominations--false doctrine (Revela-
tion 17:5).  

What two fold result will be re-
ceived if their important warn-
ing against false worship is not 
heeded? (vs 9-10)

(8) Because Christ calls His fol-
lowers to unity (John 17:21) and 
to be grounded on the “pillars 
of truth” (1 Timothy 3:15), accord-
ing to Scripture, how many true 
bodies (churches = Colossians 1:18) 
and faiths is there? 

Ephesians 4:4-6

(9) Through the voices of heaven, 
what is God’s compassionate plea?  

Revelation 18:4 (also see 1-8)

With love and compassion God is calling His 
obedient (John 14:15), truth seeking sheep 
into one united “fold” of truth to take this 
life changing message to the world.
